Mirror, Mirror II	
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You have just purchased a magnificent statue; unfortunately the only logical place to display it in your home has no source of lighting. There are, however, two spotlights located in the ceiling molding on the other side of a room divider which separates them from the statue. The spotlights are just as far from the wall as the statue is. You get the bright idea to hang a mirror on the opposite wall, so that you can bounce the light from the spotlights off the mirror to illuminate the statue. What is the smallest mirror you can use in order to fully illuminate the statue?
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
