On the Road to Zirbet	


The function below approximately describes the elevation of the points along the road from Aducarrab to Zirbet as a function of their distance from Retnec. The road starts at Aducarrab and ends at Zirbet, and the two cities are the same distance away from Retnec.�(Horizontal distances are measures in versts, elevation is measured in plinks.)

3.	Sketch the map of the road with the elevation represented accurately (view from the side).


4.	Sketch the graph of the number of points on the road at a given elevation �EMBED Equation.3��� as a function of �EMBED Equation.3���.
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
