Other Road	


The function below approximately describes the elevation of the points along the road from Gunterburg to Zurat as a function of their distance from the village of Iddle. The towns of Agir and Utrat are located along the road on different sides of Iddle. Both towns occupy the locations with the lowest elevation along the road.�(Horizontal distances are measures in versts, elevation is measured in plinks.)
