1.	Explain why it is not enough to verify two cases to know if the formula is correct.


2.	Explain why the student’s formula cannot be correct.


3.	For what combinations of values of �EMBED Equation.3��� and �EMBED Equation.3��� would the student’s formula give accurate results?
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
