On graph paper, draw a bar chart that shows the actual number of people surveyed who preferred each type of movie. Label your chart so that the quantity represented by each bar can be read clearly and precisely.

Note that the percent labels on the pie chart add up to 101%. Does this mean that there is an error in the chart? What is a possible explanation for this fact?

3.
Is this survey of 60 teenagers a large enough survey to reach valid conclusions about the movie preferences of teenagers in general? Explain why or why not. If you think it’s not large enough, how much would you increase the size of the survey to make it more useful?
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
