You have six pieces of cable with the following measurements: 


90 feet ± 3.0%,


72 feet ± 2.6%,


87 feet ± 3.1%,


77 feet ± 2.1%,


91 feet ± 2.2%,


84 feet ± 2.6%.


You want to make a long cable by splicing together the six pieces.


Assume that each splice requires 0.4 ± 0.08 feet of cable.


What is the longest cable you are likely to make? the shortest?
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
