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Functions with inverses are often called invertible.


The who-drives-what function is invertible if each of the eight people drives a different kind of car. Otherwise, it does not have an inverse.


An invertible function may be altered into a non-invertible function by changing or adding a function value in such a way that two people are assigned the same car.





A non-invertible function can be made invertible by restricting the domain (the set of people) in such a way that each person drives a different car. 
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
