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While there are 10 centimeters in a decimeter, it takes 100 square centimeters to make up a square decimeter, and 1000 cubic centimeters to make up a cubic decimeter.


If 1 milliliter of water has a volume of 1 cubic centimeter, then 1000 milliliters of water has a volume of 1000 cubic centimeters, which is the same as 1 cubic decimeter. The smudged word was decimeter.
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
