Solution:


If you try this construction with an isosceles triangle of attractions, you will discover that for all isosceles triangles whose non-base angle is between about 42 degrees and 72 degrees the straight paths connecting the new attractions do not intersect the circular track connecting the original attractions. Clearly the equilateral triangle is included in this set of cases since it is an isosceles triangle whose non-base angle is 60 degrees.
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
