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1. You are given two plastic construction blocks of the same size, one red and one green. Their tops appear as shown at the right: The circular “pegs” on the top of one block fit into circular holes  on the bottom of the other block. How many different ways can they be put together? Give an organized description of the various possibilities.

Discuss whether the following statement is true or false: “If you had four blocks instead of two, there would be twice as many ways to put them together.” Give reasons to support your answer. If you believe the statement is false, make a true statement about the four blocks.
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
