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A geometric argument:	Note that OBD and OAC are similar triangles (all the corresponding sides are parallel, so all the angles are the same; or view as  two right triangles with equal corresponding angles). This gives a simple proportional relation:

A trigonometric argument: From the definition �EMBED Equation.3���. This means that �EMBED Equation.3���.





The combination of these two approaches would lead to  another, slightly more elaborate argument. 
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
